The guitarist David Sick plays bass, percussion and harmonies with only one 
guitar and is most convincing in his virtuoso finger technique which nothing 
compares to. 
 
Performing as a soloist or together with Mara von Ferne, his filigree string art 
does not need any cheap showmanship and no excessive melodrama in 
order to seize hold of your auditory canals with its irrresistible beauty.
